Please find attached for your review and comment a statistical analysis of the activities of
Greenawalds Fire/Rescue for the month of July 2025. An executive summary is provided below:
1. Number of Incidents:
a. 69 Responses for the month of August (523 responses through 9/8/2025)
i. 13.19% Increase year over year in responses for the month of August and a
7.2% Increasc year over year in YTD incidents though August.
b. Calls of all types have been on the rise. No specific incident type was more
prevalent than another this month.

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Dear Members of the Board,

We express our strong opposition to the proposed lot line consolidation and subsequent
development of a large warehouse within our community.

While we understand the developer’s interest in pursuing this project, we believe that both the
consolidation and the warehouse pose significant risks and fong-term consequences for the
township. Our concerns include:

1. Loss of Community Character

The proposed warehouse is incompatible with the rural and residential nature of our township.
Consolidating lots to accommodate such a large industrial structure would fundamentally alter
the landscape and character of our community.

2. Environmental Impact

The scale of the warehouse raises serious concerns about stormwater runoff, air pollution,
noise, and light pollution. Lot line consolidation may facilitate a footprint that exceeds what
would otherwise be permissible under current zoning, increasing these risks.

3. Traffic and Safety

A warehouse of this magnitude will bring heavy truck traffic to roads not designed for such use,
endangering pedestrians, cyclists, and school buses. Consolidation could enable access points or
road expansions that further disrupt residential areas.

4. Precedent for Future Development

Allowing this consolidation sets a dangerous precedent. [t signals to other developers that
zoning protections can be circumvented through parcel manipulation, potentially opening the
door to more industrial projects in residential zones.

5. Lack of Transparency and Community Engagement

We are concerned that this process has moved forward without adequate public input. The
community deserves a voice in decisions that will affect our quality of life, property values, and
enviranment for generations.

We urge the township to deny the request for lot line consolidation and to reject the warehouse
proposal. We ask that you prioritize the long-term well-being of our residents, the preservation
of our community’s character, and the integrity of our zoning laws.
