PROJECT NARRATIVE 
 
Parkland School District is proposing to consolidate four tracts owned and operated by the District. The 
four lots exist adjacent to one another, with Stadium Drive providing access. 
 
The parcel located at 4362 Orefield Road, being approximately 11.1 acres, exists with bus parking and 
maintenance buildings utilized by the school district. The parcel located at 4434, being approximately 7.6 
acres, exists in an undeveloped condition, previously utilized for mining. These parcels are included as 
part of the Transportation Center Land Development application, previously submitted under separate 
cover. The parcel located at 2675 PA Route 309, being approximately 43.4 acres, contains the existing 
Orefield Middle School and surround recreation fields and stadium. The parcel located at 2619 Stadium 
Drive, being approximately 8.7 acres, contains the recently constructed Operation Center.  
 
The parcels associated with the Transportation Center and Orefield Middle School are located within the 
R-3 Low Density Residential Zoning District. The parcel associated with the Operation Center is located 
within the RR-2 Rural Residential-2 Zoning District. 
 
There are no physical improvements to either of the four lots as part of this application, beyond the 
consolidation of the lots. 
 
It is the intent of the applicant to consolidate the four parcels, formally request for the vacation of a portion 
of right-of-way along Stadium Drive, and provide a public access easement in lieu of right-of-way, along 
Stadium Drive. Future Ultimate Right-of-Way along Lime Kiln Road, Route 309 and Orefield Road is 
shown on the plan, however right-of-way is not offered for dedication at this time. Any future right-of-way 
offered for dedication will be proposed as part of any future Land Development application.

We are in receipt of the Pidcock Company Waiver Review Letter, dated 09/03/2025; the Pidcock 
Company Review Letter, dated 09/03/2025; and the Hanover Engineering Review, dated 08/25/2025. We 
offer the following responses:  
 
Pidcock Company Waiver Review Letter, dated 09/03/2025 
 
1. SALDO §312-11 and §312-13 – to allow for concurrent Preliminary/Final Plan approval. Per SALDO 

§312-8(d), Preliminary/Final Plan submissions are permitted and this waiver request is not necessary 
and may be withdrawn; 

 
Response: Acknowledged.  Preliminary/Final submissions are permitted and therefore this 
Waiver is not necessary and we request for it to be withdrawn. 
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2. SALDO §312-23(b)(20) – requiring showing the location, character, and elevation of any building 
within 100 feet of the site. Based on the information provided, we have no engineering objection to 
this request. Revise this reference to SALDO §312-12(b)(20); and 

 
Response: An Existing Features Plan is included in the Plan Set; however, offsite survey has 
not been completed. An aerial map has been provided on Sheet S-102. While this information 
has been visually represented on the Plan within the aerial map, a Waiver is still requested. 

 
3. SALDO §312-23(b)(21) – requiring showing the locations and widths of all sidewalks, trails, 

driveways, streets, easements, and rights-of-way platted or existing in the subdivision and within 400 
feet of any part of the tract. We have no engineering objection to this request provided 
existing/proposed right-of-way and cartway widths of all boundary streets (e.g., Lime Kiln Road, 
Route 309, Orefield Road, Stadium Drive, School District Way, PA Turnpike, etc.) and the municipal 
boundary and its basis are identified. Revise this reference to SALDO §312-12(b)(21). 

 
Response: Acknowledged. A Waiver is still requested. All rights-of-ways, municipal 
boundaries, and their basis are identified. Furthermore, the completed Boundary & 
Topographic Surveys for each of the four (4) parcels being consolidated have been provided 
with this resubmission. 

 
 

 
 
 
The Pidcock Company Review Letter, dated 09/03/2025 
 
REVIEW COMMENTS 
 

A. General 
 

1. The consolidation will create a single lot containing multiple uses within 2 zoning districts (Middle 
School, Stadium, Operations Center, and Transportation Facility). The Township Staff should 
determine the acceptability of this proposal; 

 
Response: Acknowledged.  

 
2. Approximately 2,500± feet of Stadium Drive is proposed to be vacated. We note the following: 

 
a. A formal street vacation request to vacate a portion of Stadium Drive may need to be made 

with the Township for inclusion in a street vacation Resolution. Provide descriptions and 
plans showing metes and bounds information for inclusion in street vacation documents, 
SALDO §312-12(b)(26). Any comments from Township Solicitor and/or the Township Director 
of Legal Affairs should be addressed to their satisfaction; 

 
Response: Acknowledged. Descriptions will be provided in the future following review 
from the Township.  

 
b. Discuss the provision of a snow drop-off easement with the Public Works Department, 

SALDO §312-35(b)(2)(B)(iii); and 
 

Response: Will comply. The Applicant will coordinate with SWT Public Works 
Department, as necessary. 

 
c. Provide additional information on the plans for the access easement (e.g., for private use, 

public use, maintenance responsibilities, etc.). Provide any agreements necessary for the 
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proposed access easement to the satisfaction of the Township Solicitor and/or the Township 
Director of Legal Affairs. 

 
Response: The access easement is intended for public use and has been labeled 
accordingly on the Plans.  

 
3. The following improvements along the property frontage are required (as applicable) along the 

Lime Kiln Road, Route 309, Stadium Drive and Orefield Road frontages: right-of-way dedication, 
cartway widening, curb, sidewalk, monuments, shade trees, etc. (SALDO §312-26(a) §312-35(b), 
§312-35(b)(3)(A)(i), §312-35(b)(3)(A)(ii), §312-12(b)(27) and §312-40 pertain), and should be 
shown on the Plans; 

 
Response: The Township Ultimate Rights-of-Ways along Lime Kiln Road, Orefield Road, 
and Route 309 are shown on the Plans. While the Right-of-Way is shown, it is the intent of 
the Applicant to offer the Right-of-Way for dedication at a time in the future, associated 
with any future Land Development Application, in lieu of Right-of-Way dedication as part 
of the Lot Consolidation Application. Additionally, it is the intent of the Applicant to 
address property frontage improvements at the time of any future Land Development 
Application. Therefore, the Applicant requests a Waiver(s) of this requirement as part of 
the Lot Consolidation Application. 

 
4. We note the following survey related comments:  

 
a. The Lot Boundary information provided on the plan does not close with an acceptable error of 

closure, SALDO §312-12(b)(14). Check/revise the boundary information and provide closure 
reports as necessary; 
 
Response: Topographic and Boundary Surveys for the four (4) lots have been 
completed and are included with this submission. References to the Surveys are listed 
on Sheet S-101. 

 
b. Identify the basis of the property boundary information as it does not appear to be consistent 

with the Township GIS Data. Provide documentation which ties the boundary to the nearest 
USGS monument or established benchmark, SALDO §312-12(b)(14); 

 
Response: Topographic and Boundary Surveys for the four (4) lots have been 
completed and are included with this submission. References to the Surveys are listed 
on Sheet S-101. 

 
c. Check the PIN for Lot 3, SALDO §312-12(b)(8)(H); and 

 
Response: The Parcel IDs for all four (4) lots have been checked and confirmed.  

 
d. Dimension right-of-way and cartway widths and define areas proposed to be dedicated to 

the Township with metes and bounds, SALDO §312-12(b)(25). Extend the right-of-way 
dedication along the entire Lime Kiln Road property frontage and provide a 20 foot radius at 
the Route 309/Lime Kiln Road intersection, SALDO §312-36(b)(3). 

 
Response: Areas to be offered for dedication to the Township at a future time are now 
shown hatched and a corresponding hatch legend has been added to Sheet S-101. 

 
5. Expand the plan set to include a Zoning Plan, SALDO §312-12(b)(41); 

 
Response: A second sheet, Sheet S-102, has been added to the Plans depicting the 
existing conditions of the four (4) lots to be consolidated. All pertinent Zoning and Site 
data has been added to Sheet S-101. 
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6. Provide the following information on the Plans: 

 
a. Address of the Applicant, SALDO §312-12(b)(4)(D); 

 
Response: The address of the Applicant is contained within the Site Data Table added 
to Sheet S-102. 

 
b. A Zoning Table containing information required by SALDO §312-12(b)(8), e.g., type of water 

supply and sanitary disposal systems, zoning district dimensional requirements, the intended 
use, parking calculations, etc.; 

 
Response: A Site Data Table containing pertinent zoning dimensional requirements for 
the four (4) lots has been added to Sheet S-101. 

 
c. A Location Map in accordance with SALDO §312-12(b)(9); 

 
Response: A Location / Zoning map has been added to Sheet S-102. 

 
d. The R-3/RR-2 Zoning District boundary lines, SALDO §312-12(b)(13); 

 
Response: Zoning District boundary lines have been added to the Plan.  

 
e. Contour information within 400 feet of the site, SALDO §312-12(b)(15); 

 
Response: Contour information for the four (4) lots and surrounding areas have been 
added to Sheet S-102.  

 
f. A site benchmark and datum, SALDO §312-12(b)(16); 

 
Response: The site horizontal and vertical datum have been added to Sheet S-101 
under “Site Info.” Site benchmarks have been added to the plan view. 

 
g. The names of owners of immediately adjacent land, SALDO §312-12(b)(17); 

 
Response: Adjacent landowners and parcel IDs have been added to the Plan. 

 
h. Any rock outcrops, stone fields, closed topographical depressions, and other features of 

ground subsidence, etc. or note the absence of such features on a plan to be recorded, 
SALDO §312-12(b)(18); 

 
Response: Closed depressions exist on Lot 1. A Note has been added to Sheet S-101 
stating such. There are no known areas of ground subsidence, rock outcrops, or stone 
fields on any of the lots. 

 
i. Manmade features within 100 feet of the site, SALDO §312-12(b)(19); 

 
Response: An aerial map has been added to Sheet S-102 showing all manmade 
features within 100 feet of the site. 

 
j. Soil types and mapped limits, SALDO §312-12(b)(22); 

 
Response: Soil types and soil boundaries have been added to Sheet S-102. 
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k. The location and type (e.g., public, private, etc.) of water and sanitary services as applicable, 
SALDO §312-12(b)(23); 

 
Response: All lots are served by public water and private sewer.  

 
l. Required and available sight distances and sight lines per SALDO §312-35(a)(6)(F), SALDO 

§312-12(b)(24); 
 

Response: Sight distance at the intersection of Stadium Rd and Lime Kiln Rd has been 
added to Sheet S-102. 

 
m. Setback labels/dimensions along all street, side, and rear property lines SALDO §312-

12(b)(29); 
 

Response: Building setback lines, labels, and corresponding dimensions have been 
added to the Plan. 

 
n. Identify Lime Kiln Road, SALDO §312-12(b)(30); and 

 
Response: A label identifying Lime Kiln Road has been added to the Plan. 

 
o. The municipal boundary (and its basis) north of the site, SALDO §312-12(b)(42). 

 
Response: A Note has been added to Sheet S-101 under “Site Info” referencing the 
basis of the municipal boundary.  

 
 
B. Policy and Information  
 

1. Provide a list of all easements/rights-of-way necessary to support the planned development on a 
plan to be recorded that shows the locations of the areas in question with a corresponding 
legend. The list should include identification of the grantor and grantee at the time of plan 
recording and the type of easement/right-of-way (e.g., sanitary sewer, roadway, etc.). For 
dedications to SWT, legal descriptions for each easement/right-of-way, along with an 8½-inch by 
x 11- inch plan, must be provided for incorporation into Deeds of Dedication prior to plan 
recording. Further, evidence of all easement dedications to or from third parties must be provided 
to the Township prior to plan execution and recording; 

 
Response: The area contained within the public access easement, the existing Township 
Right-of-Way to be vacated, and future areas to be offered for dedication to the Township 
have been hatched. A corresponding Hatch Legend has been added to Sheet S-101. Legal 
descriptions and exhibits will be provided prior to Plan recording.  

 
2. The Township should determine whether open space, or fees in lieu thereof, will be required, and 

an appropriate note added to the plan to be recorded, SALDO §312-34(d) and §312-36(d); 
 

Response: Duly noted. Upon determination from the Township regarding if open space or 
fees in lieu thereof will be required, the relevant note will be added to the Plan.  
 

3. Provide the following notes on a sheet to be recorded:  
 

a. This plan has been reviewed by the Township staff and Township Engineer for consistency 
with municipal regulations and ordinances relating to land usage and dimensional 
requirements of zoning. Investigations regarding peripheral land and plan issues which are 
not required as part of a review process, such as clarity of title, subsurface conditions, 
including, but not limited to, soil and water quality, karst geological activity, and historic and 
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archeological issues, or such other issues (as appropriate) that may affect the merchantability 
of the land, have not been investigated or reviewed by the Township or the Township 
Engineer. The Township and Township Engineer make no representation or warranty 
concerning these issues, which should be addressed by qualified professionals, 
commissioned by the applicant and/or land owner(s) as appropriate, and engaged in the 
appropriate field of practice. Dimensions and geometry of the property boundary and any 
internal lots and streets have been overviewed with respect to applicable ordinance 
standards for mathematical completeness, clarity of depiction, consistency, closure, and area 
(only). The research for and determination and location of property lines, street rights-of-way, 
and other easements, etc., are the responsibility of the surveyor of record whose seal 
appears on this plan, and have not been independently confirmed or verified by the 
Township, the Township Engineer, or the Township Solicitor, SALDO §312-12(b)(7); and 
 
Response: This Note has been added to Sheet S-101. 
 

b. The location of existing utilities is the responsibility of the Developer/Design Engineer and the 
locations of such facilities have not been reviewed by The Pidcock Company or the 
Township. The Developer/Design Engineer is responsible for confirming the location of all 
utilities and to avoid conflicts of the same with proposed improvements. Significant efforts to 
resolve such conflicts, including but not necessarily limited to redesign, construction delays, 
utility relocations, etc., may result if conflicts with existing utilities are encountered during 
construction. 

 
Response: This Note has been added to Sheet S-101. 

 
4. Address any concerns of the Township Public Safety Commission. We have not reviewed and 

would defer to the Township Fire Marshal and emergency response personnel regarding the 
acceptability of emergency access and fire protection requirements; 

 
Response: Duly noted.  

 
5. Confirm the necessity of the additional Owner’s Certification with the Township Solicitor and/or 

the Township Director of Legal Affairs; 
 

Response: Will comply.  
 

6. Discuss any matters pertaining to the design of water distribution and sanitary sewerage systems 
with the Public Works Department; and 

 
Response: Will comply.  

 
7. Upon submission of plans for recording, sign, seal/notarize all Statements and Certifications as 

applicable, SALDO §312-12(b)(6) and §312-14(b)(2). Also, per Lehigh County Recorder of Deeds 
requirements wherever a Parcel ID is shown, an associated suffix (Parnum) should also be 
included (e.g., 547677593477 1). 

 
Response: All statements and certifications will be signed, sealed, and notarized (where 
applicable) prior to Plan recording. The associated suffix (Parnum) has been added to 
each parcel ID in plan view. 
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Hanover Engineering Review, dated 08/25/2025 
 
1. Since there are no physical improvements proposed by this application, we have no geotechnical 

review comments at this time.  
 

Response: Comment acknowledged.  
 
 
 

 
 
Spotts, Stevens and McCoy Review, dated 08/22/0225 
 
1. Water Comments: No Comment at this time. 
2. Sanitary Sewer Comments: No Comment at this time. 
 

Response: Comment acknowledged.  
 

 
 
Public Works Review, dated 09/03/2025 
 
1. Will Stadium Drive be private from Lime Kiln to 309? 

 
Response: Stadium Drive is proposed to be part of the consolidated lot, with a public access 
easement, from Lime Kiln Road, through the site and continuing along the property frontage, 
ending at the adjacent residential parcel lines, where the roadway would continue as a 
Township owned road, until reaching 309. The plan identifies area of right-of-way vacation as 
well as the public access easement.  

 
2. Extend water main to Sieger Gardens across 309. This way it will no longer be a dedicated fire line. It 

can then be used for potable water. 
 

Response: Comment acknowledged. It is the applicant’s intent to address any utility 
improvements at the time of Land Development for each of the existing parcels. There are no 
proposed improvements, including utility, at this time. 

 

 
 
LANTA, dated 08/20/2025 
 
1. LANTA does not have any new comments. 

 
Response: Comment acknowledged.  

 

 
 
Township Planner Review, dated 09/04/2025 
 
1. Prior to plan recording, the applicant shall submit a check set of plans in PDF format to the Township 

Engineer and Township staff to ensure that the standards and requirements of the Lehigh County 
Recorder of Deeds Office for a recorded plan are met. 
 
Response: Comment acknowledged.  
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2. Please add the appropriate parnum suffix to Lot 1 and Lot 2 on the plan and in the Parcel Data Table. 
 
Response: The plan has been updated accordingly. Prior to recording, a review will be 
coordinated with your office to ensure all record plan requirements are met.  

 
3. For consistency, please include the relevant Deed Book and Page or Instrument Number for Lot 3 

and Lot 4. 
 
Response: The plan has been updated accordingly. Additionally, surveys for each of the lots 
have been provided for reference. 

 
4. Please check the PIN for Lot 3. Please also include the appropriate parnum for Lot 3. 

 
Response: The plan has been updated accordingly. Additionally, surveys for each of the lots 
have been provided for reference. Prior to recording, a review will be coordinated with your 
office to ensure all record plan requirements are met. 

 

 
 
Zoning Review, dated 09/03/2025 
 
1. Include a statement of intent on the plan. 

 
Response: A note has been added to Sheet S-101 providing intent of the plan, to consolidate 
the existing lots, request formal vacation of existing Township right-of-way, and propose 
public access easement.  

 
2. Proposed Street Vacation shall follow street vacation process per First Class Township Code and 

applicable Township Policies. 
 
Response: Comment acknowledged. 

 
3. Formal street vacation may be required prior to lot consolidation plan recording. 

 
Response: Comment acknowledged. 

 
4. Clarification should be provided as to lot configurations post street vacation, including identification of 

front, side and rear property lines. 
 
Response: The plan has been updated to show boundary surveys of each of the lots, 
including all existing and future right-of-ways, public access easement, and front, rear and 
side yard setbacks. 

 
5. Proposed lot creates a single split zoned lot. Entire new parcel and evaluation of future proposed 

uses will be subject to current zoning standards and existing zoning districts within the consolidated 
parcel. 
 
Response: Comment acknowledged. 

 
6. Provide a Site Data Table: 

 
1. All site information that is required under terms of the South Whitehall Township Zoning 

Ordinance, including number of parking spaces, site coverage, number of employees, 
illumination, means of parking areas confinement, and driveway separation 
measurements when applicable. 
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Response: A table has been provided that identifies site coverage in existing and 
proposed gross/net conditions. The plan set has been updated to include an 
Existing Conditions plan which identifies areas of parking, driveways and existing 
lighting. Additionally, surveys for each of the four parcels have been included as 
separate documents to further depict existing conditions on each of the four 
parcels. 
 

2. Weighting of site data to reflect split zones may be required. 
 

Response: Comment acknowledged. The plan current shows coverage 
calculations across the entirety of the consolidated lot. The lot that exists in the 
RR-2 zoning district has received Township approval and has recently been 
constructed. There are no improvements proposed on any of the existing four 
parcels (or the consolidated parcel) as part of this application. 
 

3. Including all existing uses and square footage of each use on proposed lot including 
proposed designation of said use. 

 
Response: The plan set has been updated to include an Existing Conditions plan 
which identifies existing uses. Additionally, surveys for each of the four parcels 
have been included as separate documents to further depict existing 
conditions/uses on each of the four parcels. There are no improvements proposed 
on any of the existing four parcels (or the consolidated parcel) as part of this 
application.
